Olen A. Bielski, Jr., D.C., 84, passed away peacefully Saturday, December 6,
2014 at Mercy Medical Center. Olen, a lifelong Chicopee resident, was born
on February 8, 1930, son of the late Olen A. and Emilia (Czelusniak) Bielski,
Sr. A graduate of Chicopee High School, Class of 1947, Olen continued his
education at American International College, and in 1951 earned a Bachelor
of Science Degree in Biology. In 1955 he graduated, with distinction, from the
National College of Chiropractic in Chicago, IL with a Doctor of Chiropractic
Medicine Degree.
